One day last week, I was enjoying visiting various classes, when in one class, a student asked me, “Ms. Seyller, is it hard being a principal?”  I was surprised and impressed with this student’s thoughtful question and noticed that a couple other kids turned to hear my response.  I told them that the word “hard” did not suit how I felt; exciting, challenging, and unpredictable may be more accurate, but it was not “hard” for two reasons: 1) it is not a one person job and I get a lot of help, and 2) I love what I do.  This student asked me, “Help from who?  People in the office”  I told her that yes, the office staff was a big help to me but in fact, all the adults at Fuller help by working together.  This is what makes it feel exciting and challenging but not “hard.”

Class finished, and students began to leave, but the conversation continued with another question, “What exactly is your job?”  The quick version I provided this student and her friends was, “To make sure that students are safe and are learning.”  My response seemed to meet their approval and they said, “Yeah, that makes sense.”  Although the entire conversation lasted about two minutes, I thought about it long after.

As you know, Fuller is a very team-oriented community where all adults care about the happiness, safety and success of our students.  Upon my arrival to Fuller, I was greeted by staff with a collective warm welcome and a sincere offer to help with whatever I needed to help Fuller move forward and continue to improve.  This has been a big reason why we have had many successes this year, and it is why we all look forward to an even brighter future.
